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INTRODUCTION:

This section is intended to provide general guidelines for the various classes, coverages and underwriting criteria.  Any questions regarding your binding authority, acceptability of risk, limits available, coverages or any other area of concern should be referred to the State Exception pages,  your agency contract or directed to the Company underwriter.

ELIGIBILITY:

· Mobile Home must be manufactured within 20 years of effective date of policy for comprehensive coverage or within 30 years for Named Perils

· Mobile Home must be insured to 100% of ACV
· Mobile Home must be at least 40 feet in length and 10 feet wide
· Owners principal residence
· Owners seasonal/secondary residence
· Rental Mobile Home (tenant occupied)
PROHIBITED RISKS:

· Mobile Home not manufactured within 30 years of effective date of policy

· Risks with any type of space heaters or wood, kerosene or coal burning stoves as primary source of heat (submit photos & questionnaire)

· Vacant or unoccupied units
· Working farms
· Travel trailers
· Homemade or custom-built units or substantially modified units

· Any location having high risk conditions of any kind, such as vandalism, theft or excessive fires

· Prior losses due to negligence
· Swimming pools without a six-foot fence and locking gate
· Vicious animals or attack dogs, including Pit Bulls, Dobermans, Rottweillers, Chows and Wolf Hybrids
· Farm animals
· Applicants previously convicted of arson or fraud
· Mobile Homes in the process of foreclosure or bankruptcy
· Applicants with Chapter 7 bankruptcy within the past 5 years
· Risks with steps but no handrails
· Liability over $50,000 with a trampoline on premises
SUBMIT RISKS:

· Risks with any fire, theft or liability losses within the past 5 years

· Risks with more than 2 losses within the past 3 years

· Chapter 13 bankruptcy within 5 years

· Applicants who are unemployed

· More than 1 horse for personal use

· Been cancelled or non-renewed within the past 5 years

· Risks with existing damage or unsettled loss

· Risks with a commercial exposure

· Value of Mobile Home, adjacent structures and personal effects exceeds $150,000

BINDING AUTHORITY:

Please refer to your agency contract for specific Binding authority.

WOODBURNING STOVES:
Two Photos of woodburning stove must be provided along with a completed woodburning stove supplement

MINIMUM PREMIUM:

A minimum premium is required on all Mobile Homeowners policies. Refer to State Exception Pages.

MINIMUM EARNED PREMIUM:

A minimum earned premium is required on all Mobile Homeowners policies. Refer to State Exception Pages. 

PHOTOS:

A clear photo must accompany all New Business and a new photo is required every 3 years.

APPLICATIONS:

A completed application, signed by the Insured and the retail agent, is required on all policies.  A company application should be used but is not mandatory.  Complete underwriting information must accompany all submissions.

An updated application is required every 3 years.


ASSIGNMENT OR TRANSFER OF POLICY:

No assignment or transfer of this policy is allowed, without the written permission of the company.

PROTECTED RISKS:

Located within the city limits, Protection Classes 1 through 8, or in a mobile home park of at least 25 spaces with paved streets and fire hydrants.

UNPROTECTED RISKS:

Those units located in Protection Class 9 or 10 or not as defined above.

ADJACENT STRUCTURES:

List description & value.

AVAILABLE COVERAGES:

· Mobile Home – ACV up to the policy limit
· Adjacent Structures up to 50% of Mobile Home value
· Personal Effects up to 70% of Mobile Home value
· Comprehensive* coverage available for Mobile Homes built within the past 25 years
· Named Perils coverage available for Mobile Homes built within the past 35 years
· Premises Liability (includes $500 premises medical payments)
* Comprehensive coverage is not available on Seasonal occupied Mobile Homes.

ACREAGE CHARGE for risks located on over 5 acres (if Liability coverage is being written):

$2.00 per acre, if over 25 acres please contact your company underwriter for approval.

If land is farm land, liability is prohibited.

DEDUCTIBLE OPTIONS: (applies to each Mobile Home separately)

A minimum deductible is required on all Mobile Home policies. It can be either:

$500 Wind & Hail / $250 All Other Perils Deductible OR a buyback of $250 All Perils Deductible for a 6% surcharge.
